METHOD 3 - cheque / money order / postal order

You may send cheques, money orders or postal orders, made payable to "TEE
College." A Registration Form must accompany this payment.

(If you choose to pay in this method then your Registration Form cannot be
faxed and must be posted, if we get the form and the payment separately then
may not be able to tie the payment to the registration.)

NEVER SEND CASH IN THE MAIL — NOT EVEN BY REGISTERED MAIL

Note : If you pay by cheque and it is returned to us by the bank for whatever
reason, an admin fee of R50 will be charged and you will be given 48 hours to
pay the minimum deposit.

GENERAL INFORMATION

PERIOD OF REGISTRATION

Award Registrations take place from 1 October 2009 to 31 st January 2010.
NO registrations will be accepted after that date.

No registration will be accepted from a student who has previously been
expelled from another institution.

REGISTRATION FORMS

Registration must be on the official registration form. Forms will be sent to
current TEEC students who have not yet completed their studies.

New students should ask for the form from the College in good time to register
before the closing date. It is the student’s responsibility to obtain a registration
form from the College in good time to register before the closing date.

Very important : ALL Award students must show which
LANGUAGE they would like to study in by drawing their ticks
in the correct column in the boxes on the Registration form.

LATE REGISTRATIONS

No late registrations will be accepted, that is, no registrations after 31 st January
2010 from students within South Africa, or the 15 ™ January 2010 from students
outside South Africa.

CANCELLATION OF REGISTRATION

Students who cancel their registration  in writing _ before the first assignment is
due will be charged a cancellation fee of 40% of the total Course fee. Courses
cancelled after the first assignment is due, will have to be paid for in full.

NOTE: THE STUDENT IS STILL LIABLE FOR THE FEES EVEN IF THEY

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STUDENT NUMBER AND STUDENT CARD

A student number___ will be given to each student registered with the College.

Transcripts of Academic Records are available by post for a fee of R30.00 per
transcript, excluding postage.

No results will be given to students with overdue accounts. All students who
settle their account after the results have been released need to request the re-
sults personally.

10% interest will be charged to all students who fail to settle their accounts by
the end of June of the current Registration period.

RE-REGISTRATION TO REPEAT OR COMPLETE COURSES

Students who have failed, or have not completed a course, are allowed to re-
register to repeat the course at a reduced fee in the year following, unless the
course has changed or if certain other conditions apply. Contact the Student
Services Department for details. No postponements to later years are allowed.
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RE-REGISTRATION TO REPEAT ASSIGNMENTS : Please read
these new reqgulations

In certain cases you may register to repeat only the assignment you failed.
This regulation applies if you do not send in or fail 1 assignment in a course
with 3 assignments (e.g. 172, 100 or 101), or if you do not send in or fail 1 or
even 2 assignments in a course with 4 assignments. The costs are on page 3.

If you fail more than this you will need to repeat the whole course. If you wish
to repeat, please phone the Student Services office to see if this is possible.

The College will not be held responsible for students not getting their material
on time, if the student waits longer than 2 weeks to enquire.

The Registration Fees cover postage of the course material for postage within
South Africa ONLY. Postage of any additional items to students (requested by
the student e.g. lost assignment book, library book) will be charged to the stu-
dent’s account.

When you receive your material, please check it against the Confirmation of
Registration form and packing slip. If there is a mistake, contact the Despatch
Department at TEEC within two weeks  of receiving your package. Incorrect or
duplicate material must be sent back, unmarked, as soon as possible.

THE TEE COLLEGE AWARD IN THEOLOGY

This Award Programme is designed to

prepare you to contribute towards the ministry of your church;

provide you with the knowledge, skills and values you will need to do
theology in your context;

help you think more deeply about Scripture and the Church in a variety of
contexts;

enable you to put into practice - in the church and the community - what you
are learning;

help you to grow spiritually as you learn to use what you are studying in your
daily life and ministry;

give you credits, on completion of the whole Award Programme, towards the
Certificate in Theology.

We recommend that

you study a maximum of two courses at a time if you are a part-time student
and no more than three if you study full-time;

you set aside at least two to three hours study time per week per course;

you give yourself more study time before assignments are due, as you may
have to do practical work away from your desk;

you attend a tutorial group if at all possible.

NOTE: The completion of this study programme does not automatically lead to

any kind of ministry within your church.
Ask your church leaders for advice about this yourself.

IMPORTANT NOTE

This programme is underwritten by the participating churches of the TEE Col-
lege Council and it is not registered as a qualification on the National Qualifica-
tions Framework.

This course is an introduction to the Bible which covers:

the relationship between the books of the Old Testament and those of the
New Testament;

the way in which the Bible has come to us;
the Bible as an inspired book;

the nature of the God who works in history through the covenants he makes
with human beings.

Outcomes _: If you complete this course successfully, you should be able to:
interpret and apply the Scriptures more faithfully.

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COURSE 102: GOD AND GOD'S PEOPLE

Languages :

This course is available in English, isiZulu, isiXhosa and Sesotho.

Course Description

This course will give you an introduction to the Old Testament. It works
systematically through the books of the Old Testament to give you the history
of God’s people, the Israelites. It will also help you to understand the way in
which they understood God and his dealings with them as a nation.

Qutcomes :
If you complete this course successfully, you should be able to:
outline the history of the people of Israel;
place Bible books, events and people in their proper historical context;

use your knowledge to help you understand and interpret the New
Testament;

apply Old Testament insights into the nature of God to real life situations in
your own context.

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COURSE 121: JESUS CHRIST AND HIS PEOPLE

Languages _:
This course is available in English, isiZulu and isiXhosa and Sesotho.

Course Description

This course covers the life of Christ as told in all four Gospels. This includes:
the Jewish background to Jesus’ life and ministry;
the significance of the ministry and person of Jesus;
the growth of the early Church;
the Letters and Revelation.

Outcomes .

If you complete this course successfully, you will be able to:

show how the Old Testament was fulfilled in the life, death and resurrection
of Jesus;

explain simply who Jesus is and the salvation he came to bring;

describe how the Church spread out from Jerusalem, some of the problems
it faced and how they were solved;

find solutions to some of the problems in the life of the Church and the world
today based on the letters of the New Testament;

use the life of Jesus and the Early Church as a model for Christian
discipleship and mission in today's world.

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COURSE 141: BASIC CHRISTIAN DOCTRINE

Languages :

This course is available in English, isiZulu, isiXhosa and Sesotho.

Course Description

The Early Church soon found itself trying to express in creeds what it knew about
the person of Jesus and the nature of the Church.

This course is an introduction to the Apostles’ Creed and looks at the basic
doctrines of the Christian Church:

THE RESPONSIBILITIES OF REGIONAL CO-ORDINATORS

the identification and training of possible tutors, as well as the setting up and
maintenance of tutorial groups;

creating opportunities for access to library and study facilities if a Regional
library does not exist;

establishing and maintaining links of communication between tutorial groups
and the TEEC Johannesburg office.

The Regional Co-ordinators also help to:

make the churches in their region more aware of what the TEE College has
to offer.

TUTORIAL GROUPS AND TUTORS

The responsibility of providing tutors and tutorial groups lies with the students’
church authorities. Please negotiate with or contact your local Priest / Minister /
Pastor / Circuit Supervisor of Studies / Dean of Studies.

The purpose of these groups is to provide you with an opportunity:
to study with the help and support of qualified persons;
to share with other students;
to do theology in the context of your life and work.

The TEE method is not merely education by correspondence. The extension
method places a great emphasis on tutorials. It is therefore of the utmost im-
portance for you - if at all possible - to meet on a regular basis in a tutorial
group. Tutors are responsible for helping to arrange study (tutorial) groups.
These tutors are almost exclusively voluntary workers.
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
