the identification and training of possible tutors, as well as the setting up
and maintenance of tutorial groups;

creating opportunities for access to library and study facilities if a Regional
Centre library does not exist;

establishing and maintaining links of communication between tutorial
groups and the central offices.

The Regional Co-ordinators also help to:

make the churches in their region more aware of what the TEE College has
to offer.

Regional centres might also:

provide the opportunity for students and tutors of tutorial groups to meet
with a wider group of students and tutors several times a year.

The responsibility of providing tutors and tutorial groups lies with the students’
church authorities. Please negotiate with or contact your local
Priest/Minister/Pastor/Circuit Supervisor of Studies.

The purpose of these groups is to provide you with an opportunity:
to study with the help and support of qualified persons;
to share with other students;
to do theology in the context of your life and work.

The TEE method is not merely education by correspondence. The extension
method places a great emphasis on tutorials. It is therefore of the utmost im-
portance for you - if at all possible - to meet on a regular basis in a tutorial
group. Tutors are responsible for helping to arrange study (tutorial) groups.
These tutors are almost exclusively voluntary workers; occasionally they are
reimbursed for their actual expenditure.
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
